The U.S. Immigration Service
limits the number of hours that
a student can work on Campus
to 20 hours per week while
school is in session. The Student
Employment Office has
software that carefully
tracks the number of hours
that a student works each pay
period. If you exceed the 20-
hour limit, even by as little as
30 minutes, you (and your boss)
will receive a warning notice. A
second notice will result in your
immediate termination from
the position. Please be very
careful not to exceed the
number of hours allowed each
